Process for Freedom (James 4:6,7)

“God ... ‘gives grace to the humble.” Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.”
« Humble yourself before God; victory comes from Him. (“He gives grace to the humble.”)

» Yield yourself fully to the Lord; take back “ground” forfeited to the Enemy. (“Submit to God.”)

« Replace lies with God’s liberating truth. (“Resist the devil.”)
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
